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 Airport Update:  

East Hangar Project. With acquisition 
of the new property, the City will 
proceed with re-engineering the 
sewer and water running from New 
Airport Road to the hangar area. The 
lines will now be routed through the 
new property. This should save some 
money and allow businesses locating 
on the property to easily hook up. We 
are also pursuing FAA money to help 
pay for the infrastructure. With 
passage of the latest funding, 
Congress loosened the regulations on 
some of the monies coming to 
airports making it eligible for things 
like hangar projects.  

Once the engineering is complete and 
funding is worked out, the City will 
evaluate options to develop. This will 
include full development by the City, 
full development by a private devel-
oper or a combination thereof. All 
options will be carefully evaluated as 
to what’s best for the Airport. The 
Airport Advisory Committee will 

participate in this process. 

We have grant money in place to com-
plete the taxiways and new access 
road. At a minimum, we anticipate go-
ing to bid on these projects this winter 
for construction sometime in 2005.  

Airport Master Plan: We are under 
contract with Mead Hunt, airport con-
sultants, to update the Airport Master 
Plan. This will specifically address the 
newly acquired property, an aviation 
business park, terminal and the north 
side of the runway. The goal is to de-
termine maximum available land and 
best uses allowing for vehicle access 
and security. A subcommittee of the 
AAC is participating in this planning. 
I’m hoping this will be completed by 
summer of 2005.

The current (9/7/04) financial status 
(outcome of Thunder in the Sky 
2004) shows that we have grown our 
bank account some $10440. This is 
almost $10K better than last year, but 
remember, this is an un-audited state-
ment, there are bills outstanding, and 
funds yet coming in. The broad-brush 
look shows $2959 income from raf-
fles and surplus sales, $5779 from the 

dinner dance, $17995 from the gate 
(at $5 per head = 3599 people paid, 
no count of gate crashers and compli-
mentary tickets, up $2K from last 
year where we charged more). Some 
$26516 came from sponsors (up $3K 
from last year), and $3600 from ven-
dors. 

Direct chargeable big expenses were 
$30575 (down $7K from last year), 
and $5880 for the dinner dance (so far 
we’ve  gained $249. on this one, but 
it was fun) 

Remember, this is still a “moving tar-
get” , but it shouldn’ t be too far off. 
Hopefully we can write a check for 
$10K to the Veteran’s Memorial 
Fund, and still not hurt our flight 
scholarships.
